After the debate, the students
had a tour of the Houses of Parliament and were lucky enough
to meet Sir Alan Sugar and the Mayor of Croydon.

The pupils visited The House of Lords and The House of Commons to see ministers debating a number of

different national issues. Furthermore, students were then able to meet with Brian Haw (above photo) who
has been a protester since 2nd June 2001. He started off campaigning against economic sanctions on Iraq
and the bombing of the country by the US and UK.

After 11th September 2001, he widened his focus, directing his messages of peace against the 'war on
terror’ and the terror that the US and UK have inflicted on Afghanistan and Iraq. In Brian’s words, “I protest
on behalf of innocent people who suffer and die in other countries, as our governments seek to further their
own economic, military, political and strategic interests around the world.” More recently, Brian has widened
his protests to more local situations. The students were really pleased to be able to spend time with Brian
Haw and share some really heartwarming stories.

The Maths department hosted The BP Enterprise Trading
Challenge on 11th March 2010 for a selection of Year 9
students. The students, working in groups of four, set up

their own profit-making companies and appointed the positions/
roles of CEO, Trader, Accountant and Market Analyst.

In the two sessions of sixty students each, the students used their
enterprise, maths, and business skills to trade crude olil, react to market news which affected the
prices (decide whether to buy or sell barrels) and manage a budget while using teamwork and
developing skills in decision making and communication. They worked very well with the concept of
risk management and learned to develop a ‘can do’ attitude — the very essence of enterprise and
the London 2012 Olympic games, for which BP is a part sponsor. We should not be surprised if,
one day, we hear of any of these students aspiring to be become the ‘Sir Alan Sugar’ or his ‘Hired
Apprentice’ from the Croydon area, considering the entrepreneurial skills and managerial know-
how they demonstrated on that day.

All the students saw and realised how Maths can be used in
real life economic and financial situations, and how this could
affect all of them in the future. Both sessions were extremely
successful and exciting as the students rushed to complete
their trades in the 2-minute slots allowed.
