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Home learning task: 
To research and produce a project to show your detailed understanding of the Home Front in Britain during WWII. 
Time: 
You should spend an hour and a half per week researching, planning and writing/typing as this is the amount of time you would be spending in lessons per week. Deadline- Friday 24th April (to be sent to your history teacher- emails below)
Success criteria:
· You must write an introduction explaining what life was like overall for people in Britain during WWII
· Write a conclusion that summarises the experiences of people in Britain during WWII. Come to a judgment about which topic had the greatest impact on life in Britain or which one was effected most by WWII.
· Research each of the five topics below using the resources I have supplied as a start plus any further resources you can find
· Produce at least one full A4 page of content to show your understanding of each topic with a clear heading for each
· Content can include your descriptions of each topic, how WWII effected them and the impact each had during or after the War.
· Content can include your own written work, historical sources including pictures and historians opinions.
· You must present your project in the very best way you can eg: podcast, video, powerpoint presentation or scrapbook. Try to be as creative as possible.  
Topics you could include;
1. Evacuation
2. Rationing
3. Role of women
4. The Blitz
5. Home Guard (Dad’s Army)
6. Croydon during WWII (This one is compulsory)
