Dear Parents and Carers, 

I hope you and your families are continuing to keep well and safe during these challenging 

times. 

I write to provide an update on home learning. There is a separate communication for each 

year group, so if you have more than one child at the Academy, please do read each 

carefully. The information that follows includes a timetable for online “live lessons” and 

additional tasks. The work detailed is to be used in addition to the work sent in the previous 

communications regarding learning, sent on 26th March 2020 and 14th April 2020. Please do 

read these carefully if you have not yet accessed these. 

Home learning 

Students were provided with knowledge organisers and self-quizzing resources on their last 

day in school, and should be using these daily to quiz. Updates to knowledge organisers for 

the Summer term will be updated on our Academy website next week. Details of our 

Curriculum can be found on the Academy website (under “Curriculum”) and knowledge 

organisers can also be found on the Academy website (under “Learning Resources”). We 

will be launching “live” online lessons for year 9 in Microsoft Teams from Monday 4th May, 

and students will have 8 live lessons per week moving forward. 

 

Furthermore, we have looked at various online platforms to support home learning, and 

additionally have set some specific tasks for subjects where online platforms were not 

suitable. This letter outlines key information regarding which resources to use and how to 

access these.  

 

Live lessons from home 

We will be introducing “live” online lessons from Monday 4th May 2020. For this, students 

will need access to their Academy email address. To access, please visit the Academy 

website and scroll to the bottom of the page. In the “Remote Working” section select 

“Webmail.” This will also allow students to email their teachers any questions. 
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Once selected, students have more 

guidance on a range of online 

services, including Microsoft Teams. 

Anny issues please email 

servicedesk@oasisuk.org outlining 

the student, academy and issue. 
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Students will then need to access Microsoft Teams. This can be downloaded onto 

laptops/computers, and is also available as an app. Students can log in using their Academy 

email address. Information on how to login to Microsoft Teams is attached. Further guidance 

can also be found on the “Work From Home” section on the website, again at the bottom of 

the page. 

Once logged in, students will have access to virtual classrooms. Their teachers will invite 
them to lessons, lessons will be delivered virtually. Teachers will set students online 
assignments for students to complete, and they will be able to communicate via the chat 
function. It is important students’ turn off their video and audio, they attend all sessions, 
submit their assignments and remain professional on the chat at all times. There will be a 
follow up for any students who behave poorly during these online lessons and those who do 
not attend or complete assignments. 

Students in year 9 will have 8 “live” lessons per week. It would be really useful if students 
have paper and their pencil case available for these sessions. 

Please see the timetable for year 9 which will run weekly beginning on 4th May below, it is 
important students are logged into their class for the start time. Please note, there will be 
no lessons on Friday 8th May due to the Bank Holiday.

We have also attached a range of online 

Dance classes to encourage getting the whole family moving! 

 Get creative: we would like students to be as creative as possible whilst at home. 

Please see the supporting information from Music, Drama and Art. We have added a 

guide to online Art resources (see appendices). 

 BBC Bitesize: a great website with lots of learning resources and activities for students. 

Online lessons are published daily for all ages.
